(must meet the following provisions by the end of the fall semester before the start of the internship)

e Must have a minimum cumulative GPA of 3.0

e Atleast 75 units of academic credit/grad student credit requirements

e Eligible to work legally in the United States

e Enrolled full-time at the University of Arizona

e Have approval from your academic advisor

e Ability to complete internship in person (This is full time in Phoenix, Az at the Arizona State Capitol)

e Incoming Junior or Senior

e Application due: September 18, 2026, by 5 pm

e Students will receive a $6000 stipend and may be eligible for up to $1000 in moving reimbursement.

e Students will be awarded 12 units of undergraduate credit for their participation or 9 units of
graduate credit

e Grad students do not receive tuition waver

e Online students, please check with your advisor

e Students will be measured and graded upon a pass/fail system
